(October 30, 1937 - January 5, 2010)

We are sad to report that Charlie Meyers passed away on
January 5th after a 2 year battle with lung cancer. Charlie
was 72 years old and had been composing outdoor articles
for the Denver Post for four decades.

South Platte Park
Fish Habitat
Restoration

Thanks to all the
volunteers!

As a reminder, this was a
joint effort between CCTU,
Denver TU and South
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Suburban Parks and Recreation to restore fish habitat in one of the lakes near Carson
Nature Center at South Platte Park. The event was well attended as we maxed out the
recommended number of participants by getting 30 volunteers for the day! We were also
graced by one of the warmest days in weeks - as evidenced by the third and fourth layers
of clothing scattered about the shore.

The event resulted in placement of 32 'reefs' (felled, non-native trees strapped to
enormous cinder-blocks) along approximately 1 mile of shoreline around Lake 2 or Eagle
Watch Lake. If you hurry, you might be able to see and mark their locations before they
fall through the ice. The goal is to create habitat for smaller fish to increase their survival
rate which would improve the quality of the fishery.

A big Thank You goes out to all the volunteers, organizers Jim Klug of CCTU and Todd Fehr
of DTU, and Slaton Brothers for providing the cinder-blocks.
